The proposal description should outline the problem to be addressed and the specific objectives and expected outcomes. Applicants should also review the eligibility criteria carefully to ensure that proposals and networks qualify for funding.

A separate PAF must be submitted for each potential proposal. Successful applicants will be invited to the next stage of the competition. 

Please note that this is a competitive process. There is no assurance that applicants submitting a PAF will be invited to move onto the next stage or that applicants will be successful at any stage of the competition.
